$1 million to strawberry farmers
The state government has announced $1 million 
in funding to boost the strawberry industry as 
farmers struggle following recent incidents of 
contamination.

“This past week, Queensland has been the victim of 
an ugly, calculated and despicable crime,” Premier 
Annastacia Palaszczuk said.

“The sabotage of our strawberry industry is not just 
an attack on hard-working growers and workers, 
but it reaches into almost every home and school 
lunch box.”

This $1 million fund will boost consumer confidence 
through promoting the quality of Queensland 
strawberries, investigate with the industry how 
to further improve traceability and integrity in the 
supply chain, and help growers for the remainder of 
this season and as the summer strawberry season 
in the Granite Belt ramps up.

The value of Queensland strawberries for 2017–18 
is forecast to be $160 million.

There are approximately 150 strawberry growers 
in Queensland, with most production around 
Dayboro, Beerwah, Wamuran, Elimbah, Caboolture, 
Stanthorpe and Bundaberg.

Queensland growers produce 6-15,000 tonnes 
of fruit per season, up to 60 million punnets of 
strawberries.

Consumers are reminded to cut up any strawberries 
before consumption.

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NEW BREAKTHROUGH 
In the war against antibiotic resistance 

A significant breakthrough in the fight against drug 
resistance in bacteria has been found by scientists 

at The University of Western Australia, in collaboration 
with researchers in Canada, have developed a new 
compound that can combat antibiotic-resistant 
bacteria. If a compound was developed for effective 
use it would greatly help prevent common infections 
in many people, some which can be life threatening.

Beta-lactam antibiotics, better known as penicillins, 
are widely used to treat everything from skin infections 
and throat infections to diseases in humans such as 
pneumonia, tuberculosis and gonorrhoea. However 
the rise of drug-resistant bacteria in the past decade 
is threatening their effectiveness. 

Lead author and chemical biologist Associate 
Professor Keith Stubbs, from UWA’s School of 
Molecular Sciences said one method bacteria use 
to resist antibiotics is to produce an enzyme, called 
AmpC beta-lactamase, to destroy the antibiotic.

“Many bacteria produce AmpC beta-lactamase only 
when beta-lactam antibiotics are present, and this 
is controlled by a sensory ‘on switch’ molecule found 
inside the bacteria,” Associate Professor Stubbs said.

“Previous ways to overcome AmpC beta-lactamase 
was to provide patients with an inhibitor of the AmpC 
enzyme as well as prescribing them the beta-lactam 
antibiotic, but this approach is quickly becoming much 
less effective, with bacteria developing stronger and 
stronger resistance in recent years.”

The UWA-led research team has developed a 
compound that can stop the ‘switching on’ of the 
AmpC enzyme.

“If the ‘switch’ is not activated, AmpC beta-lactamase  
can’t be made and then the antibiotic can work to 
treat the bacterial infection successfully,” Associate 
Professor Stubbs said.

The researchers tested the compound on a bacterial 
strain of Pseudomonas aeruginosa, which affects 
patients suffering with Cystic Fibrosis, and found 
the new compound makes the bacteria much more 
susceptible to the effects of beta-lactam antibiotics.

UWA Research Associate Louisa Ho from the UWA 
School of Molecular Sciences said because the new 
method could be applied to many beta-lactams, older 
ones no longer on the market were potentially back 
in the game although. More work is needed but this 
sets the foundation for a new chemical approach to 
stop beta-lactam resistance and we should see them 
in public use in the next 10-15 years.

In Queensland, the last relevant ABS stats on 
obesity (to be clear - obese, not overweight) 

showed that there are 1.1 million people or 30.2% 
of persons aged 18 years and over in Queensland 
considered obese. There were 72,900 or 7.5% of 
children (aged 2-17 years) obese.

Australian's are overepresented in global obesity 
stats and the problem costs the global economy 
an estimated US$2 trillion annually. Obesity has 
been dubbed a modern day health epidemic, 
but new research from the University of South 
Australia has unearthed a possible cure for 
obesity – and it is as plain as dirt!

Investigating how clay materials can improve 
drug delivery, UniSA researcher and PhD 
candidate, Tahnee Dening serendipitously 
discovered that the clay materials she was using 
had a unique ability to “soak up” fat droplets in 
the gut. 

Dening says this accidental discovery could 
potentially be a cure for obesity.

“It’s quite amazing really,” Dening says. “I was 
investigating the capacity of specifically clay 
materials to improve the oral delivery and 
absorption of antipsychotic drugs, when I 
noticed that the clay particles weren’t behaving 
as I’d expected.

“Instead of breaking down to release drugs, the 
clay materials were attracting fat droplets and 
literally soaking them up. 

“Not only were the clay materials trapping the 
fats within their particle structure, but they 
were also preventing them from being absorbed 
by the body, ensuring that fat simply passed 
through the digestive system.

“It’s this unique behaviour that immediately 
signalled we could be onto something significant 
- potentially a cure for obesity.”

Being overweight can cause serious health 
conditions such as cardiovascular disease, type 
2 diabetes, and some cancers. 

According to the Australian Institute of Health 
and Welfare, obesity is increasing with almost 
two in three adults, and one in four children, 
now overweight or obese. And if its prevalence 
continues, we can expect nearly half the world’s 
population to be overweight or obese by 2030. 

With few effective drugs existing to counteract 
obesity, many companies are investing huge 
amounts to discover and develop alternative 
treatments for obesity.

Dening’s research investigated the effects 
of montmorillonite – a natural clay material, 
purified from dirt and laponite – a synthetic clay 
– in rats fed a high-fat diet, comparing against 
placebo and a leading weight loss drug - orlistat. 
Monitoring over a two-week period, she found 
that while both the engineered clay formulations 
and orlistat delivered weight loss effects, the 
clay material outperformed the drug.

Dening says the findings offer new insights for 
obesity and weight-management, particularly 
when used in combination with the commercial 
drug, where there is potential for synergy. 

“Our processed clay has an unusually high 
surface area which means it has a huge capacity 
to interact with and soak up digested fats and 
oils present in the foods we eat, “Dening says.

“Orlistat on the other hand, is an enzyme 
inhibitor that blocks up to 30 per cent of dietary 
fat digestion and absorption, which leads to 
weight loss, but has unpleasant side effects 
such as stomach aches, bloating, flatulence and 
diarrhoea, which limits its use in weight loss as 
people choose to stop using it.

“What we’re researching now is a synergistic 
approach with both the clay material and orlistat: 
the orlistat blocks the enzyme that digests fat 
molecules, and the clay particles trap these 
fats so they’re excreted out of the body without 
causing gastrointestinal disturbances.

“We’re essentially attacking fat digestion and 
absorption in two different ways and we hope 
this will lead to greater weight loss with fewer 
side effects.”

UniSA Professor Clive Prestidge, and Dening’s 
research supervisor, says the research has 
already captured the attention of potential 
investors.

“This is a significant discovery that provides new 
and exciting avenues for weight loss research 
which naturally attracts potential commercial 
partners,” Prof Prestidge says.

“With a finding like this, people will naturally be 
keen to find out when they can try it. Given that 
the material is generally considered safe and is 
widely used in food and nutraceutical products, 
it is feasible that human clinical trials could start 
reasonably soon. 

More to come on this interesting research.

Hi Leonie,

I have a question for you about counselling 
and the patient/counsellor relationship. 

I saw a counsellor in Toowoomba when my 
marriage broke up and because she was so 
good, I saw her again when my sister died of 
breast cancer because I just couldn’t deal 
with it. 

I really liked this woman and after getting 
me through two of the hardest crisis of my 
life, felt very close to her. By this time I had 
known her for years.  My son saw her for 
some of his issues and I know she did some 
work at his school. I emailed her and invited 
her to a get together at my place raising 
funds for cancer. She replied that she could 
not engage in social activities with clients 
because it was unethical. 

Although she was very polite in her declining, 
I must say I felt hurt and bewildered why 
such a good relationship can’t continue 
when I don’t need help.  Judging by your 
sensitive and wise counsel, you must care 
a great deal about your clients, what is your 
position on this?

Cinthia/Redcliffe

Hi Cinthia,

I would definitely not take this personally. 
I see many clients and I care very much 
about their issues and their lives. However, 
it is neither healthy nor practical to take 
these relationships outside the counselling 
room. 

When helping clients, lots of personal 
information is downloaded over time and 
there is normally a very strong bond that is 
formed. The counsellor/client relationship 
may be a very close type of relationship, 
but due to the very nature of counselling, 
cannot be described as a friendship.

Counselling can seem to be a mirror 
experience because the client talks far 
more than the counsellor and this is vital in 
order to make the client and their problems 
a priority and the focus of the session. 

Any self-disclosure on behalf of the 
counsellor needs to be appropriate, timely 
and have some value or relevance to 
the client. Counsellors work under strict 
confidentiality guidelines and therefore are 
a trusted confidante. 

Conversely, a friendship is a two-way 
relationship with each party sharing of 
themselves and their lives freely as they 
choose. Counsellors do not share as much 
about themselves as clients do and so the 
relationship can never be equal or meet the 
criteria of friendship.

I will never be a friend with my clients 
because that would create a “dual 
relationship” that could be construed as 
unethical and, in my view, certainly bad 
practice. Many governing bodies suggest 
that there must be at least a two-year 
interim from counselling before forming any 
relationships outside therapy with a client.

 

Whilst many people find the counselling 
experience a friendly one depending on 
the type of counsellor, their therapeutic 
approach and their individual personalities, 
typically there is no shared experience 
outside of the counselling room. Some 
therapists deliberately try to depersonalise 
themselves to prevent what is called 
“Transference”. This is where professional 
boundaries are crossed and the relationship 
blurred. Some psychoanalysts think that 
they should be like a clean slate and reveal 
nothing of themselves so that the client can 
“project” their feelings and ideas freely.

The counselling experience should be one 
where no judgement is in play, problems are 
unpacked and solutions are explored. For 
this to be the most effective, the counsellor 
should not be a stakeholder in the life of 
the client. Imagine what would happen if 
a counsellor’s lifelong friend came to him/
her and disclosed that they had been hit 
by their partner and wanted to explore 
whether or not to give the relationship a 
second chance. 

My bet is that as soon as the words “He 
or she belted me” were said, it would be 
bags packed, police called and a taxi to a 
domestic violence shelter ordered. You see 
what I am getting at here? If the counsellor 
has a personal relationship with the client, 
they are unable to be objective and offer 
any support that is not a conflict of interest.

CleanCo to make 
power bills 
cheaper
Queensland’s new renewable 
energy, publicly owned electricity 
generator
The state government has kicked off the 
establishment of CleanCo with Premier 
Annastacia Palaszczuk said the new Government 
owned corporation would help place further 
downward pressure on electricity prices, saving 
households approximately $70 per annum.

"We have already made great progress on 
keeping power prices low, due in large part to our 
commitment to keep our assets in public hands," 
the Premier said.

"CleanCo will go even further to help deliver 
cheaper and more reliable energy for all 
Queenslanders - from mum and dad consumers 
right up to large industrial users.

"Preliminary analysis indicates that CleanCo 
should reduce wholesale electricity prices on 
average by around $7/MWh, which is expected 
to translate to an estimated $70 per annum 
saving for the average Queensland household.

"Renewable energy is a critical part of 
Queensland’s future which is why we are making 
an initial injection of $250 million to progress the 
development of new, public renewable energy 
generation assets.

"This is part of our plan to maintain majority 
ownership of generation assets as we transition 
to 50 per cent renewable energy to deliver 

secure and affordable energy.

"I'm proud the Palaszczuk Government will leave 
a great legacy for future generations through 
its ground-breaking commitment to renewable 
energy generation projects, more jobs and 
investment."

Deputy Premier Jackie Trad said CleanCo will be 
a game changer for energy generation not just 
in Queensland but for the National Electricity 
Market (NEM).

"While other states have struggled with the 
impact of privatisation and the LNP in Canberra 
have knifed a Prime Minister to stop any moves 
to address climate change, Queensland is 
getting on with the job of serious electricity 
market reform," Ms Trad said.

"CleanCo will have a strategic portfolio of low and 
no emission power generation assets, and will 
build, construct, own and maintain renewable 
energy generation.

“This will continue supporting jobs in our 
renewable energy industry, starting with 
1000MW of new renewables like solar, wind and 
hydro.”

"It is expected that CleanCo will be trading in the 
NEM by mid-2019, subject to receiving regulatory 
approvals."

Minister for Energy Dr Anthony Lynham said 
CleanCo is being delivered because of the firm 
commitment to the continued public ownership 
of energy assets in Queensland.

"CleanCo will become Queensland's third publicly 
owned energy generation company and is 
expected to have a positive impact on the NEM 
and drive more competition in the energy sector," 
Dr Lynham said.

"CleanCo will also help us respond to the 
challenges of climate change and help achieve 
our target of 50 per cent renewable energy 
generation capacity by 2030.

“We will work with Stanwell and CS Energy to 
look at opportunities for them to be part of the 
renewable future, complementing CleanCo."

Minister for Employment Shannon Fentiman said 
that the Government was also establishing a 
Just Transition Group to ensure that the energy 
transition in Queensland was just and equitable 
for affected workers and communities.

“At a national level we have seen nothing but 
incompetence and chaos, with a government 
that is asleep at the wheel with no plans for 
workers or communities. We won’t let that 
happen in Queensland,” Ms Fentiman said.

“The Just Transition Group will help ensure that 
affected workers and communities are looked 
after and that new jobs in the renewable sector 
are good, decent jobs.

“We will be able to provide a totally publicly 
owned transition pathway from traditional to 
renewable generation.

“This firmly puts Queensland at the forefront of 
Just Transition not only in Australia but around 
the globe.”

To support the work of the Just Transition Group 
an Advisory Committee will be established to 
help develop a Just Transition Policy Framework. 
The Committee will comprise of the Energy 
GOCs, relevant unions, stakeholder groups, 
Jobs Queensland, the Department of Natural 
Resources, Mines and Energy, Queensland 
Treasury and the Office of Industrial Relations.
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
